Ihis'is in response to your letter of 9 January 1979.

It is a little surprising to hear that such meager information 
is available within the Agency on such a critical and priority 
orogram that happened over twenty years ago.

Some clarification regarding my personal status and role seems in 
order. I entered the Agency in July 1953 as a Security Research 
Specialist and from 1955 until my resignation in 1957 I was carried 
as an intelligence Officer. Only after I returned from overseas was 
I assigned to the Office of Scientific Research. As a new addition 
to the Division, I had practically no imput into the MKULTRA pro­
gram. In fact, I was never consulted, much less involved in the 
’’human and testing and experimental phases of the program". There­
fore, I have no contributions to make regarding the program.
