The W ashington P ost is su e  o f  F rid a y , 5 January  1979, c a r r i e d  a  
■ re p o rt-u n d e r th e  b y - lin e  o f  B i l l  R ichards t h a t  re c e n tly  r e le a s e d  CIA 

■documents c o n tra d ic t  irry testim ony and the  testim ony o f  a n o th e r  CIA o f ­
f i c e r  b e fo re  th e  Senate Subcommittee on H ealth  and S c i e n t i f i c  R esearch 
in  September 1977. I  have review ed th a t  testim ony in  r e l a t i o n  to  th e  
documents c i t e d  in  the  R ich a rd s ' a r t i c l e  and I want to  a s s u re  you th a t  
I  f in d  no such c o n tra d ic t io n . Taken o u t o f  th e  c o n tex t o f  th e  t o t a l  
reco rd  on P ro je c t  OFTEN i t  i s  p o s s ib le  to  a t t r ib u t e  to  th e  documents 
c i t e d  by Mr. R ichards th e  in te r p r e ta t io n  he has given them. O ther doc­
uments th a t  a re  a  p a r t  o f  the  t o t a l  re c o rd , however, su p p o rt th e  t e s t i ­
mony as g iven .

I am reminded by th is  in c id e n t o f  th e  comautment I  made to  you in  
September o f  1977 to  make every e f f o r t  to  seek out and n o t i f y  in d iv id ­
u a ls  v/ho may have su f fe re d  some harm as a r e s u l t  o f  hav ing  been used  as 
u n w ittin g  su b je c ts  o f  drug ex p erim en ta tio n  sponsored by CIA. W hile I 
am n o t in  a p o s i t io n  to  re p o r t  to  you f in a l ly  on the  outcome o f  t h i s  e f ­
f o r t ,  I f e e l , - n e v e r th e le s s ,  th a t  i t  i s  a p p ro p ria te  to  b r in g  you up to  
d a te  on a c tio n s  th a t  have been taken  and where we s ta n d  g e n e ra lly  w ith  
our p rog ress in  th e  n o t i f i c a t io n  program .

In  my l e t t e r  o f  14 September 197S I adv ised  you th a t  I had d ir e c te d  
a thorough review  o f  th e  in fo rm atio n  a v a ila b le  to  the  Agency to  d e te r ­
mine the  most e f f i c i e n t  and a p p ro p r ia te  means o f  im plem enting th e  o p in ­
ion o f  the  A tto rney  G enera l, a copy o f  which I fu rn ish ed  to  you a t  th e  
tim e. That op in ion  reached  th e  co n c lu sio n  th a t  the  Agency may be under 
an o b lig a tio n  to  id e n t i f y ,  lo c a te  and n o t ify  any u n w ittin g  s u b je c ts  o f  
1IKULTRA drug te s t in g  a c t i v i t i e s  where i t  can reasonably , be  determ ined 
th a t  th e i r  h e a l th  may co n tinue  to  be ad v erse ly  a ffe c te d  by t h e i r  i n ­
volvement in  th a t  program . S ince e a r ly  September 197S a s e n io r  o f f i c e r



o f  th e  Agency has devoted h is  f u l l  time to  th a t  e f f o r t  .and I am p lea sed  
to  r e p o r t  h is  very  p re lim inary  find ings encourage us to  b e lie v e  th a t  
th e re  -were very few, i f  any, in d iv id u a ls  Who may have been used by CIA 
as su b je c ts  o f  drug resea rch  w ithout th e i r  knowledge o r  c o n sen t. More­
o v e r, th e re  appear to  be very  few, i f  any, substances used  th a t  m ight 
have had a p o te n t ia l  fo r  causing harm ful long term a f t e r e f f e c t s .

D esp ite  the  encouragement we d e riv e  from our p ro g re s s  thus f a r  
th e re  remains a nagging u n c e r ta in ty  grav ing  o u t o f  th e  f a c t  th a t  a l l  o f  
th e  re tu rn s  a re  n o t y e t  in .  _ I r e g r e t  th a t  I am n o t a b le  to  s t a t e  un­
e q u iv o c a lly  th a t  we have a l l  th e  f a c t s .  Of co u rse , we reco g n ize  th e  
r e a l i t y  th a t  documents can and w i l l  con tinue  to  be s e le c te d  ou t o f  the  
voluminous m a te r ia ls  re le a se d  to  members o f  th e  p u b l ic  u n d er th e  Freedom 
o f  In fo rm ation  Act which could  r e f l e c t  adverse ly  on th e  Agency, l'.’e r e ­
a l i z e  th is  can occur i f  in d iv id u a ls  do no t have the  b e n e f i t  o f  a l l  r e l e ­
v a n t in fo rm ation ; i t  can occur ou t o f  c a re le s s  re s e a rc h ; and i t  can oc­
c u r  ou t o f  d e lib e ra te ,  m alicious in te n t  to  cause damage to  th e  n a tio n a l  
in te l l ig e n c e  e f f o r t .  N ev erth e le ss , you con tinue  to  have iny assu iances 
t h a t  I  w a ll re p o r t  a l l  re le v a n t f a c ts  as o b je c tiv e ly  as p o s s ib le .  I 
look  forw ard to  the  tim e when I  can subm it to  you my f i n a l  re p o r t  on

T he'Washington P ost is su e  o f  F r id a y , 5 January  1979, c a r r ie d  a 
re p o r t  under the  b y - lin e  o f  B i l l  R ichards th a t  re c e n tly  re le a s e d  CIA 
documents c o n tra d ic t  my testim ony and th e  testim ony o f  a n o th e r  CIA o f -  
. f ic e r  b e fo re  th e  Senate Subcommittee on H ealth  and S c i e n t i f i c  Research 
in  September 1977. I  have review ed th a t  testim ony in  r e l a t i o n  to  th e  
•documents c i te d  in  th e  R ichards ' a r t i c l e  and I  want to  a s su re  you 4 h a t 
I 1f in d  no such c o n tra d ic t io n . Taken o u t o f  the  c o n te x t o f  th e  t o t a l  
reco rd  on P ro je c t  OFTEN i t  i s  p o s s ib le  to  a t t r ib u t e  to  th e  documents 
c i te d  by Mr. R ichards th e  in te r p r e ta t io n  he has given them. O ther doc­
uments th a t  a re  a p a r t  o f  the  t o t a l  re c o rd ; however, su p p o rt th e  t e s ­
timony as g iven .

I  am reminded by th i s  in c id e n t o f  th e  commitment I  made to  you in  
September o f  1977 to  make every e f f o r t  to  seek ou t and n o t i f y  in d iv id ­
u a ls  who may have su f fe re d  some harm as a  r e s u l t  o f  hav ing  been used  as 
u n w ittin g  su b je c ts  o f  drug experim en ta tion  sponsored by CIA. While I 
am n o t in  a p o s i t io n  to  re p o r t  to  you f i n a l ly  on the  outcome o f  t h i s  e f ­
f o r t ,  I  f e e l ,  n e v e r th e le s s , t h a t ' i t  i s  a p p ro p ria te  to  b r in g  you up to  
d a te  on a c tio n s  th a t  have been taken  and where we s ta n d  g e n e ra lly  w ith  
our p rog ress in  the  n o t i f i c a t io n  program .

In my l e t t e r  o f  14 September 1978 I adv ised  you th a t  I had d ire c te d  
a  thorough review  o f  the  in fo rm ation  a v a ila b le  to  th e  Agency to  d e te r ­
mine th e  most e f f i c i e n t  and a p p ro p ria te  means, o f  im plem enting the  op in ­
ion o f  the  A tto rney  G eneral, a copy o f  which 'i fu rn ish e d  to  you a t  th e  
tim e. That op in ion  reached the  co n c lu sio n  th a t  the  Agency may be \m der 
an o b lig a tio n  to  id e n t i f y ,  lo c a te  and n o t ify  any u n w ittin g  su b je c ts  o f  
MXULTRA drug t e s t in g  a c t i v i t i e s  where i t  can reasonab ly  be determ ined 
th a t  t h e i r  h e a l th  may con tinue  to  be ad v erse ly  a f fe c te d  by t h e i r  in v o lv e ­
ment in  th a t  program . Since e a r ly  September 1978 a s e n io r  o f f i c e r  o f  th e



Agency luos devoted h is  f u l l  time to th a t  e f f o r t  and I an p leased  to  r e ­
p o r t  h is  very p re lim inary  find ings encourage us to  b e lie v e  th a t  th e re  
were very  few, i f  any, in d iv id u a ls  who may have been used by CIA as sub ­
j e c t s  o f  drug re sea rch  w ithout t h e i r  knowledge o r  c o n sen t. M oreover, 
th e re  appear to  be very few, i f  any, substances used th a t  n ig h t have 
had  a p o te n t ia l  fo r  causing harm ful long term  a f t e r e f f e c t s .

D esp ite  the  encouragement ve d e riv e  from our p ro g ress  thus f a r  
th e re  remains a nagging u n c e rta in ty  growing ou t o f  the  f a c t  th a t  a l l  o f  
th e  re tu rn s  a re  n o t y e t in . I  r e g r e t  t h a t  I  am no t ab le  to  s t a t e  unequlvo 
c a l ly  th a t  we have a l l  the  f a c ts .  C f c o u rse , we recogn ize  the  r e a l i t y  
t h a t  documents can and w il l  con tinue  to  be s e le c te d  ou t o f  the  volum i­
nous m a te r ia ls  re le a se d  to  members o f  th e  p u b lic  under th e  Freedom o f  
In fo rm ation  A ct which could  r e f l e c t  a d v e rse ly  on the  Agency, he r e a l i z e  
t h i s  can occur i f  in d iv id u a ls  do n o t have th e  b e n e f i t  o f  a l l  r e le v a n t 
in fo rm atio n ; i t  can occur out o f  c a re le s s  re se a rc h ; and i t  can occur 
o u t o f  d e l ib e ra te ,  m alicious in te n t  to  cause damage to  th e  n a tio n a l  in ­
te l l ig e n c e  e f f o r t .  N everthe less , you con tinue  to  have my assurances 
t h a t  I  w il l  r e p o r t  a l l  re le v a n t f a c t s  as o b je c tiv e ly  as p o s s ib le . I 
look  forward to  th e  time when I  can subm it to  you my f i n a l  re p o r t  on

THE KKULTRA DRUG KOTI FI CATION PROGRAM 
A S ta tu s  R eport 
IS Jan u ary  1979

V.'e have found th a t  substances u sed  in  the BLUEBIRD/ARTIQ-fOKE p r o je c ts  
were o f  a kind commonly used by p h y s ic ia n s  as a n e s th e tic s  and were n o t 
l i k e l y  to  have caused harm ful a f t e r e f f e c t s .  They were u se d  in  m oderate 
q u a n t i t ie s  to  determ ine w hether th ey  had u t i l i t y  a s  supplem ents to  i n t e r ­
ro g a tio n s  in  search  o f  in te l l ig e n c e  in fo rm a tio n  from p r is o n e rs  o f  w ar 
and d e fe c to rs . Because the  su b s tan ces  used  were n o t l i k e ly  to  have 
caused  harm ful a f te r e f f e c ts  we have determ ined  th a t  no f u r th e r  a c t io n  i s  
re q u ire d  w ith  re sp ec t to  the  BLUES IRD/ARTT CHOKE p r o je c t .  Records p e r ­
ta in in g  to  these  p ro je c ts  were n o t among those  d estro y ed  in  1973; th ey  a r c  
reaso n ab ly  complete and we a re  q u i te  c o n fid e n t th a t  our c o n c lu sio n  i s  j u s ­
t i f i a b l e .

The OFTEN/CHICKWIT p ro je c ts  were undertaken  j o i n t l y  w ith  th e  D ep art­
m e n t o f  the  Army a t  Edgewood A rse n a l. CHICK1VIT was concerned w ith  th e  

' c o l le c t io n  o f  in te l l ig e n c e  in fo rm a tio n  abou t fo re ig n  p h a rm a c e u tic a ls .
'No human te s t in g  was invo lved , hence no f u r th e r  a c tio n  i s  r e q u ire d . P ro -  ( 
j e c t  OFTEN involved CIA funding o f  re s e a rc h  conducted a t  th e  Edgewood 
A rsena l Research L ab o ra to rie s . V o lu n tee r human su b je c ts  were in v o lv ed . 
While th e re  has been some d if fe re n c e  o f  o p in io n  between th e  Agency and 
the,; Department o f  Defense about w h e th er human su b je c ts  were in v o lv ed  
w h ile  th e  research  was being funded by C IA ,th a t is s u e  b e a rs  no r e l a t i o n ­
sh ip  to  th e  question  o f  w hether n o t i f i c a t i o n  o f  th e  s u b je c ts  i s  ap p ro ­
p r i a t e .  Because th e  su b je c ts  were w i t t in g  v o lu n te e rs , i t  may be  t h a t  no 
f u r th e r  a c tio n  i s  req u ire d . B ut, because  any t e s t s  conducted u s in g  hu ­
man su b je c ts  were conducted by Army p e rso n n e l under Army p ro ced u res  and 
p ro to c o ls  a t  an Army i n s t a l l a t i o n  u s in g  a substance  developed in  an Army 
Research and Development program , I  have addressed  a l e t t e r  to  th e  Sec­
r e ta r y  o f  the  Army req u e s tin g  th a t  th e  su b je c ts  be in c lu d ed  in  th e  Army 
n o t i f i c a t io n  program i f  they have n o t  a lre a d y  been in c lu d e d , and i f  n o t i ­
f i c a t io n  i s  deemed to  be a p p ro p r ia te . As in  the  case  o f  BLUEBIRD/ARTI- 
CHOKE, records' p e r ta in in g  to  OFTEN/CHICKWIT were n o t among th o se  d e s tro y e d  
in  1973. They a re  reasonably  com plete , and we a re  q u i te  c o n fid e n t t h a t  
ou r conclusion  is- j u s t i f i a b l e .

V.'e a re  l e f t ,  then w ith  MKULTRA, MKSEARCH and some fo llow -on  g ra n ts .
The magnitude and scope o f  th ese  program s has been somewhat m isunderstood  
and m isrep resen ted . V.hile th e re  were a la rg e  number o f  s u b p ro je c ts ,  we 
f in d  th a t ,  r a th e r  than con tinue  a  s u b p ro je c t  from one y e a r  to  th e  n e x t,  
many tim es new su b p ro jec ts  were c re a te d .  For example, su b p ro je c t  149 was 
a c o n tin u a tio n  o f  132; 132 was a c o n tin u a tio n  o f  42, and so on. In  some 
cases as many as s ix  o r e ig h t s u b p ro je c ts  may have been c re a te d  when one 
su b p ro je c t could sim ply have been ex tended  from y e a r to  y e a r .  Ke have

In  any case , we have found th a t  8S o f  th e  MiCULTRA,MKSF.AliQI ;md fo llow - 
on research  g ran ts  d id  no t invo lve human experim en ta tion , and no- fu r th e r  
a c tio n  i s  requ ired . F orty  o f  th e  lIKULTRA/ilKSEAJRCH/Grants where humans 
were involved re q u ire  no fu r th e r  a c tio n : 18 o f  th ese  re q u ire  no a c tio n  b e ­
cause no drugs were involved ; 22 re q u ire  no fu r th e r  a c tio n  because th e  
drugs used would no t have caused harm ful a f t e r e f f e c t s .  S u b jec ts  were w i t ­
t in g  v o lu n te e rs , u su a lly  p a id ; re sea rch  was conducted under the  management 
and su b s tan tiv e  c o n tro l o f  th e  i n s t i t u t io n  conducting  the  re se a rc h  such 
th a t  th e re  i s  no CIA l ia b i l i ty " ;  o r  some com bination o f  th e se  f a c to r s .

The rem ainder o f  the  IlKULTllVIlKSEARCH and re sea rch  G rants where 
human involvement i s  known o r  suspec ted  I s  d iv id e d , fo r  th e  sake o f  con­
ven ience , between those  involved w ith  i n s t i t u t io n s  and those  Involved 
w ith  the  safehouses in  New York C ity  and San F ran c isco .

As n e a r ly  as we can determ ine so f a r ,  th e  safehouses were j o in t ly  
opera ted  in  some s o r t  o f  co o p era tiv e  e f f o r t  between th e  form er Bureau o f  
N arco tics  and CIA. During testim ony taken by the  Senate Subcommittee on 

*> H ealth, and S c ie n t i f ic  Research in  September 1977 form er employees o f  th e  
Bureau o f  N arco tics and CIA were questioned  r a th e r  e x te n s iv e ly  about th e  _ 
uses to  .which the  safehouses were p u t by CIA. The answers were le s s  than  
s a t is f a c to ry ,  bu t th e  q u es tio n  o f  what uses were made o f th e  f a c i l i t i e s  
by th e  Bureau o f  N arco tics  was never asked. Y et, testim ony  given by a 
form er Bureau o f  N a rco tic s  employee seems to  c a rry  a c le a r  im p lica tio n  
th a t  th e  Bureau was th e  prim ary u se r  and CIA 's use o f  th e  safehouses was 
secondary.

I have addressed a  l e t t e r  to  th e  A tto rney  G eneral s o l i c i t in g  h is  
a s s is ta n c e  in  seek ing  to  in te rv ie w , o r  o b ta in  w r i t te n  in fo rm ation  from, 
form er employees o f  th e  Bureau o f  N a rc o tic s . We a ls o  a re  a ttem p ting  to  
lo c a te  form er CIA employees who were a sso c ia te d  w ith  MKULTRA in  one way 
o r  ano ther and may have some r e c o l le c t io n s  th a t  would be h e lp fu l .  L et­
te r s  addressed to  s e v e ra l o f  th ese  in d iv id u a ls  a re  ready  fo r  d ispa tch  
as soon as we a re  a b le , w ith in  th e  c o n s tr a in ts  o f  th e  P rivacy  A ct, to  
v e r ify  c u rre n t m ailing  a d d re sse s . We a re  se ek in g , f i r s t  o f  a l l ,  to  d e te r ­
mine whether experim entation  u s in g  u n w ittin g  s u b je c ts  was done a t  these  
f a c i l i t i e s .  Our su rv iv in g  reco rd s show c le a r ly  th a t  such experim enta­
t io n  was proposed; w hether i t  was a c tu a l ly  c a r r ie d  o u t i s  much le s s  c e r ­
t a in .  I f  we fin d  th a t  such experim ents w ere, in  f a c t ,  conducted, we 
w il l  pursue w ith the  same people th e  q u e s tio n  o f  id e n t i fy in g  su b je c ts . 
F in a lly , we have addressed  le t t e r s -  to  p r iv a te  p h y s ic ia n s  who ac ted  as med­
ic a l  adv isers to  the  o p e ra to rs  o f  th e  safehouses re q u e s tin g  any informa­
tio n  they may be a b le  to  fu rn is h .

Other than the  su b p ro je c ts  r e la t in g  to  th e  sa feh o u ses , only f i f te e n  
subpro jec ts  involv ing  only  fo u r re se a rc h e rs  and p o s s ib ly  one i n s t i t u ­
tio n  req u ire  a c tio n . A ction  i s  r e q u ir e d  in  th ese  cases  to  seek fu r th e r  
in fo rm ation , no t because th e re  i s  any su g g estio n  th a t  anyone might have 
been harmed. The f i l e s  sim ply a re  too  incom plete to  perm it con fiden t
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* conclusive judgments to  be made. F u rth e r , th re e  or th e  fo u r  i n v e s t i ­

g a to rs  were a t  h time employed by the  Agency id were in v o lv ed  in  fo u r­
teen  o f the  f i f te e n  subp ro jec ts  re q u ir in g  a c t io n . They nay have some 
knowledge beyond th e  scope o f  th e  p a r t i c u l a r  p ro je c ts  w ith  which they 
were d i r e c t ly  involved th a t  might be h e lp fu l .  L e t te r s  have been se n t to  
th re e  o f th e se  in d iv id u a ls  and a l e t t e r  to  th e  fo u rth  w i l l  be se n t as 
soon as we have a c u rre n t  add ress .

F in a lly , I  have addressed  a l e t t e r  to  S e c re ta ry  C a lifa n o  re q u e s tin g  
h is  a s s is ta n c e  in  o b ta in in g  an a u th o r i ta t iv e  pharm aco log ica l e v a lu a tio n  
o f  substances used to  determ ine w hich, i f  any, may have had  a  p o te n t ia l  
f o r  causing harm ful long term a f t e r e f f e c t s .

E arly  responses to  p re lim in a ry  in q u ir ie s  have been m ost h e a r te n in g .
One p r iv a te  re s e a rc h e r  w r ite s , w ith  re fe re n c e  to  p ro s p e c t iv e  experim en ts ' 
w ith  drugs, " I  was to ld  th a t  I  would have a b so lu te  d i s c r e t io n  o f  r e f u s a l  
and th a t  I would have f in a l  a u th o r i ty  on experim en tal d e s ig n  and inform ed 
consent . . .  A ll o f  t h i s  re sea rch  was open and above b o a rd  . . .  N ever, 
n ev e r was I  asked to  do anyth ing  which v io la te d  m edical e th i c s  o r  th e  
p r in c ip le s  o f  inform ed c o n s e n t__ With re fe re n c e  to  th e  m a tte rs  o f  un­
w itt in g  a d m in is tra tio n  o f  d rugs, p sy c h o tro p ic  o r  o th e r ,  I  can  s t a t e  c a t ­
e g o ric a lly  t h a t  no CIA person ev er asked me to  a d m in is te r  such  d in g s , _ 
w it t in g ly  o r  u n w ittin g ly . No such drugs were e v e r a d m in is te re d  by me o r
under my d i r e c t i o n __ From the p r e s s ,  I  have th e  im p ress io n  t h a t  th e re
has been an e f f o r t  to  c a r ic a tu re  c e r ta in  CIA in d iv id u a ls  a s  p ra n k s te r s .
I  would .like  to  n o te  th a t  ev ery th ing  I have seen o f  p ro f e s s io n a l  CIA 
personnel has rep re se n te d  the  top  le v e l  o f  s e r io u s , d e d ic a te d , informed 
b u s i n e s s __The peop le  who undertook  th is  in v e s t ig a t io n  w ere a b le  s c i ­
e n t i s t s ,  and they  s e le c te d  ad v iso rs  and re s e a rc h e rs  who seemed to  be 
th e  in d iv id u a ls  most a b le  to  c o n tr ib u te  . . .  From a long e x p e rien c e  w ith  
th i s  p ro je c t ,  I  can say  th a t  I  n e v e r saw a s in g le  case  o f  experim en ta l 
drug a d m in is tra tio n  w ithou t inform ed c o n se n t.”

The p re s id e n t o f  one prom inent u n iv e r s i ty  w ro te : T,I f  I  had been a t
th e  time in d iv id u a lly  aware o f  such a re se a rc h  p r o je c t  and had been c a l le d  
upon to  pass judgment on i t ,  I  would have judged i t  by th e  m e rit  o f  th e  
p a r t i c u la r  p ro je c t  and no t by. which governm ental agency was d i r e c t l y  o r  
in d ire c t ly ,  sponsoring  th e  re se a rc h . As f a r  as I am concerned  th e  CIA 
I s  j u s t  as re sp e c ta b le  as any o th e r  governm ental agency o r  p r iv a te  foun­
d a tio n  __ I  wonder w hether most o f  t h i s  concern  abou t th e s e  re se a rc h
p ro je c ts  a r is e s  n o t o u t o f  any e th ic a l  c o n s id e ra tio n s  b u t  o u t  o f  h o s t i l i t y  
in  c e r ta in  c i r c le s  toward any th ing  done by CIA w hether open ly  o r c o v e r t ly .”

In  s u j t j ,  i f  th e re  was any u n w ittin g  drug t e s t in g  sp o n so red  d i r e c t ly  
by CIA, i t  seems to  have been l im ite d  a lm ost e x c lu s iv e ly  to  th e  safehouse  
o p e ra tio n s , U hether CIA o r the  Bureau o f  N a rc o tic s  was m ost d i r e c t ly  
involved remains to  be  determ ined. A part from th e  a c t i v i t i e s  in  th e  s a fe -  
houses we have found f o r  the  most p a r t  t h a t  CIA was I n te r e s t e d  in  th e  r e ­
s u l t s  o f  resea rch  i n i t i a t e d  and sponsored by o th e r  o rg a n iz a tio n s  and con­
ducted in  accordance w ith  p ro fe s s io n a l  and e th ic a l  s ta n d a rd s  a p p lic a b le  
to  the p a r t i c u la r  c ircum stances a t  th e  tim e . V.'e have found no evidence



th a t  CIA exerted  undue in flu en ce  o r attem pted  in  any v:ay to  c.oorcc i n ­
d iv id u a ls  o r in s t i tu t io n s  to  undertake research  they might, n o t otherv5.se 
have undertaken nor d id  the  Agency a ttem p t to  cause any compromise o f  p ro ­
fe s s io n a l  and e th ic a l  s tan d ard s under which the  re se a rc h  was conducted . 
In s o fa r  as we are  ab le  to  t e l l  from our re c o rd s , none o f  th e  re s e a rc h  con 
ducted  by p r iv a te  in s t i tu t io n s  was c la n d e s tin e  in  any way; s tu d ie s  were 
c a r r ie d  cu t openly and -the r e s u l t s  in  many cases were p u b lish e d . As a 
r a t t e r  o f f a c t ,  i t  can even be re p o rte d  th a t  some s ig n i f ic a n t  c o n tr ib u ­
t io n s  were made to  th e  advancement o f  p sy c h ia try , pharm acology, and m edi­
c in e .
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
