SUBJECT: Synposis of Interview with Charles Siragusa (a lia s  Carl DU--
Salerno)in West Palm Beach, Florida on 10 A pril 1979,

Siragusa knew almost nothing about the actual use o f the . . 
safehouses. Siragusa was stationed in the Washington headquarters 
of the Federal Bureau of Narcotics, not New York City. One of his 
responsib ilities was liason with CIA. Anslinger introduced Ray 
Treichler to Siragusa and told Siragusa to "take T reichler back to 
your office to see i f  you can help him". Siragusa reports th a t most 
of Anslinger's directions were equally vague. Ray wanted to  se t up 
a safehouse (apartment) in N.Y. and wanted F.B.N. to do i t  for him. - 
Ray indicated he would make l i t t l e  use of i t  and th a t o ther times i t  
was available to the F.B.N. Ray made i t  sound like  i t  was being done 
as a favor to the F.B.N. An apartment a t 105 West 13th was obtained. 
John Tagley (deceased) took care of the deta ils  of obtaining and 
maintaining the apartment.

Siragusa maintained an accounting, rece ip ts, e tc . u n ti l  his 
retirement when a l l  that m aterial, believed to be o f no consequence, 
was destroyed - well before any controversy on the safehouses came 
to lig h t.

Siragusa has l i t t l e  use for Feldman and indicated i t  w ill be 
impossible in talking with him to separate tru th  from f ic tio n . Ray 
Treichler always spoke very favorably of Feldman, as a can do sort 
of guy, and tr ied  to protect him.

Tagley: (deceased) An excellent photographer and would have known
of photography in  safehouse i f  any. Otherwise is  unlikely 
to have known about safehouse a c tiv itie s  - i f  any.

Shrewd. Although not indicated by his position  he actually 
ran the N.Y. o ffice. ' I f  anyone knew of any a c tiv itie s  such as the 
alleged drug a c tiv i t ie s , he would have. Probably made more use of 
the apartment than He now runs the Chicago Branch Office of
an



Siragusa reported staying at the apartment once or twice and 
th a t^ H M I S  used i t  whenever he was in N.Y. He knew o f the mirror 
and s ta ted  there was no installed  electronic equipment. He had 
assumed the Agency wanted the apartment for polygraph interviews.

Siragusa knew George White well. Had v isited  the West Coast 
pad once or twice but remembered l i t t l e  of i t .  He s ta ted  tha t he 
had the reputation of a "straight guy" in the office; hence George 
and others would not have taken him into th e ir  confidence i f  any 
i l l i c i t  ac tiv ities  had been going on.

Regarding his T.V. appearance on the Altmeyer program where 
he reported, referring to CIA, that "they" requested him to l ie  or 
plead the 5th to Senate investigators "they" referred  to  Ray 
Treichler who was even then re tired . Siragusa said Ray was furious 
when he learned that Siragusa had already te s tif ie d , had admitted the 
safehouse and had named Treichler. When asked why Treichler was so 
nervous about the apartment, when apparently nothing went on there, 
he d id n 't know other than that Ray ju s t d id n 't want to be associated 
with i t .

The program took his remarks about the Agency out of context.
He was in O.S.S., knows James Murphy and Jim Angleton w ell, and 
thinks highly of them and CIA. The program editors cut a l l  of his 
favorable remarks.
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
